Observe & Interpret
Read Matthew 20:1-16; Job 34:12. In your own words, explain the difference between fairness and
justice.

Is God acting justly when He condemns sinners? Why or why not (cf. Romans 1:18-32; 2:14-16; 3:23)?

How does the death and resurrection of Christ solve the problem of God'’s justice, while at the same
time displaying God’s grace (John 3:16; 1 Peter 3:18)?

Based on what you know of God’s character, do you think infants who die will go to heaven (1 Tim
2:4; Luke 12:47-48)?

Based on what you know about God, is God acting justly and graciously toward those who have never
heard about Jesus (Acts 17:26-27; Acts 8:26-40)?

Apply

Who do you know who needs to hear the good news that Jesus died and rose again for their sins?
Pray for that person with your group this week, and seek an opportunity to share the gospel.
